We have compiled an informational sheet to acquaint you with
the golf course policies as they relate to RU students.

Student Rates

Student rates at the golf course are for full-time RU students only. Below are the
requirements to receive the discounts:

e Undergraduate must carry 12 credits for the semester
e Graduate must carry 9 credits for the semester

Student rates for the 2009 Fall Semester are as follows:

Weekdays (M-F) before 3 pm $15
Weekdays after 3 pm $10
Weekends after 4 pm $15
Golf Carts 18 holes $32

9 holes $18

Please note that we stop selling 18 hole riding carts 4 /2 hours ahead of sunset, and 9 hole riding carts 2 %
hours ahead of sunset. Please call the pro shop at 732-445-2637 to find out when the last cart is rented for
the day you are looking for.

Tee time reservations

RU Golf Course utilizes a 24-hour tee time service to make all tee times. Although you
may walk on, it is not recommended as we stay busy 7 days a week. The two ways to
make a reservation are:

e Automated phone service 732-445-3393

e Online service http://golfcourse.rutgers.edu

e A credit card is required for all tee time reservations. Green fee payment is
required when checking in for your tee time.

e QGolfers are required to check in with the pro shop no later than 15 minutes prior
to their tee time. Failure to do so may result in loss of tee time reservation.

Student Hour on Fridays

During the spring and fall semesters, RUGC holds three to four tee times between 3 pm
and 4 pm for RU students. To reserve one these tee times, you should call the pro shop at
732-445-2637. Please note that if no one has reserved these times, we will release them

by the close of business on the Wednesday of that week. This is on a first come, first
served basis, so plan ahead!

Pace of Play

For the enjoyment of the game for all players, pace of play is a priority at Rutgers
University Golf Course. The USGA and the New Jersey State Golf Association have
rated RUGC to be played in a pace of 4 hours for 18 holes. With that in mind, we ask
that each group keeps their position behind the group in front of them. It is
managements’ responsibility to monitor the pace of play on the golf course.

Any group that falls out of position will receive a verbal warning and the amount of time
out of position regarding their pace, and if there is no improvement in their position, they
will be moved back into position.

General Info

e All registered golfers must have their own set of clubs and a bag, and must have
some playing experience on a golf course.

e Golf club rentals are available through the Scarlet Links Golf Shop, and we have
both right and left-handed sets available. Student 18 hole rentals are $15, and 9
hole rentals are $10. We rent all equipment according to sunset. The last 18 hole
equipment is rented 4 Y% hours prior to sunset and the last 9 hole equipment is
rented 2 Y4 hours ahead of sunset. Golf club rentals are on a first come, first
served basis, but can be reserved ahead of time if you have a tee time reservation.
Please call the pro shop at 732-445-2637 to hold a set.

e Proper attire and footwear is required to play Rutgers University Golf Course. No
cut-offs, tank tops or open-toed shoes of any kind are allowed.

Knight Express

Knight Express can be used towards all golf operation fees. These include green fees,
tokens, golf carts, pull carts. Knight Express can also be used at the snack bar. It cannot
be used for any merchandise.

Practice and Teaching Facility

The golf course has a 36 bay driving range along with an 11,000 square foot short game
area. The fee schedule for the practice facility is as follows:

Range Tokens
e Small - 36 balls
e Medium — 80 balls
e Large — 125 balls

Practice green

If you are have a scheduled tee time for the day, you may warm up and cool down
without charge. If you are not playing, the fee to practice is $10 for 90 minutes.



Hours of Operation

The range is open 7 days a week. Below is the daily schedule of hours. (On occasion we
may have to adjust opening or closing as conditions warrant).
